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Dear Friends,

It feels like the past year has been filled with more than its share of tragedy, loss and grief close
to home: the brutal murder of Keara Hart in Orange County; the violent home invasion and kidnap-
ping of Edwin Gonzales in Chatham Co., still unfound; the arrest of several members of the Duke La-
crosse Team after charges of a gang rape at a team party in Durham; the murder of Bonnie Woodring
at the shelter in Jackson Co. This is to name but a few of the events bringing attention to issues of
domestic violence and sexual assault locally and statewide. The victims and their families continue to
suffer immeasurably.

Those who assist from the front lines also suffer. The largest and most stressful portion of our
work by far is crisis response, including shelter, safety planning, advocacy and system management,
and crisis and lonterm counseling to mitigate the financial and emotional fallout and the traumatic
impact of these devastating crimes. A special debt of gratitude is due to our advocates, crisis line vol-
unteers, shelter staff, and counselors who work the front lines day in and day out. They do this as a
calling, without need for personal gain or acknowledgement, and their numbers are few. The toll is
often seen in vicarious trauma and eventual burnout, resulting in increased rates of staff and volunteer
turnover for agencies such as FVRC. Our staff here continues to do effective and amazing work, in
spite of the stress and challenges.

One thing that we have realized in order for us to continue doing the work we do is the impor-
tance of being able to work on violence prevention efforts as well as response after the fact. While
we have considered prevention and work with children and teens an important part of our work from
the beginning, we have stepped up that work over the past three years with targeted prevention efforts
focusing at first on the faith community and recently expanding to focus on men and teens. These ef-
forts will grow even more over the next two years as we embark on developing comprehensive pri-
mary prevention plans for domestic and sexual violence. We are proud to have been recognized this
past May with the NCCADV Award of Excellence for our successes in being a comprehensive pro-
gram. (See article on page 6.) The fact that this recognition was given by peers that we respect makes
it even more meaningful.

As we look back at the past year, we also are planning for the future. In the coming year we
will be marking our 2% anniversary and celebrating the successes and achievements of FVRC in be-
coming one of the most comprehensive rural domestic violence and sexual assault programs in the
state. We will be returning to our partnership with the arts community in Chatham County as we hold
an auction, celebrating the talents of our community. We will also be focused on how we can best
prepare for the future with our new fundraising initiative targeting major donors for specific high
dollar program needs (technology and staff retention). This funding initiative will focus on building
our infrastructure and staffing so that we can continue to effectively meet the mission of our organiza-
tion: Promoting peaceful homes, building safe communities and empowering families and individuals
to heal from domestic and sexual violence.

We continue to believe that domestic violence and sexual abuse and assault are root causes of
many of the social problems that face society. We are grateful for all who work with and support us in
our efforts.
