W e are often asked about the relation-

ship between FVRC and the Coali-
tion for Family Peace (CFP). Is it a 

separate organization? Does it provide direct 
services? We thought this newsletter, as we gear 

up for Domestic Violence Awareness Month in 
October, would be a great opportunity to define 
CFP for the community. 
      Community partnerships are the essential 
building blocks for successful programs, 
especially FVRC. As weõve learned 

through the years, it is not enough 
to expect that one agency can fix a 
societal-wide problem and offer a 
solution that involves so many.  
      After holding a well-attended 
community forum in 1996, FVRC 
and four other organizations founded 
the Coalition for Family Peace in 1997. A 

grant from the Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention funded the project to study the im-
pact of a coordinated community response on 
preventing and reducing domestic violence. 
      When the movement against domestic vio-
lence really started to take hold in the 1970s, ad-
vocates focused on providing for the immediate 
needs of victimsñshelter, crisis intervention 
and other direct services. By the late 1980s, the 
movement expanded to include response pro-
grams that primarily involved the justice system. 
Now, coordinated community response models 

include voices from a wide variety of systems 

that focus on prevention, community education 
and effective intervention. 
     When funding from the CDC expired in 2003, 
FVRC accepted CFP as one of its programs to 

assure its sustainability. Sexual assault response 
was added to its mission. The CFP administra-
tive office is located at FVRCõs Siler City office. 
     Today CFP enlists the support of more than 

80 members representing organizations 
throughout Chatham County. The 

justice, heath care, educational and 
human services systems, faith-
based communities, businesses 
and individual citizens all work 
together to improve the countyõs 

response to domestic and sexual 
violence by promoting community 

collaboration. CFP also provides exten-

sive professional training, community education 
and public awareness programs.  
     CFP works through taskforces that meet 
monthly, with the entire membership meeting 
quarterly over lunch. Domestic Violence Aware-
ness Month activities, which youõll read more 
about inside, are organized by the Coalition.

G rowing up during a time when 
social issues, especially relat-
ing to domestic  and sexual 

violence, were seldom discussed, Avis 
and Larry Autry said their ability to 
recognize and respond to community 
need wasnõt instilled during youth. 
Instead, it  grew out of monthly 
neighborhood support projects in ru-
ral Chatham. 
     òWe shared a meal and our labor, 
while maybe building a shed or clear-
ing brush...just things that were 
needed among the families,ó said Avis. 
òIt is this spirit that runs through this 
county.ó 
     When the Autrys moved to Chat-
ham from Houston, Texas in the late 
1960s, they joined St. Bartholomewõs 
Episcopal Church in Pittsboro. In the 
early 1980s the clergy and congrega-
tion decided to apply for seed money 
from the diocese to meet local needs, 
including family crisis services. 
     òThat was our first contact with 
FVRC,ó said Avis. òThe seed money 
from St. Bartõs helped start the crisis 
line.ó 
     This was also the first time Avis 
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and Larry said they began to recog-
nize the need for services for victims 
of domestic violence in their new 
community. 
     òWe were lucky to grow up in a 
pretty safe time with loving families,ó 
said Larry. òBut people didnõt discuss 
problems.ó 

     Aside from the activism in their 
church, the Autrys were made aware 
of domestic violence issues from 
friends who were social workers. Avis 
said there seemed to be a greater need 
for domestic violence services in 
Chatham than the majority of the 
community wanted to realize.  
     But the Autrys heard the acute 
need and responded, as they continue 
to do. Their support has helped bring 
domestic and sexual violence into the 
cadence of community discussion. 

This, in turn, has enabled thousands  
of victims over the years to receive the 
help they deserve.   
     "We strongly feel that showing 
support for FVRC demonstrates our 
belief that their presence and their 
work is highly valued in this commu-
nity," said Avis. 
    
     The Autrys donõt think of them-
selves as unique supporters. As they 
talk over a cup of coffee, they keep 
saying theyõre not sure what theyõve 
done special to warrant an interview. 
They donõt volunteer with FVRC, 
though Avis is an active member of 
Chatham County Together, but their 
constant support through donations 
and fundraising participation has had 
a great impact.  
     òWe havenõt made one big gift  or 
funded something major,ó said Avis, 
òbut over the years when weõve seen a 
need grow, weõve tried to support it.ó 
     òI guess we havenõt waited for 
someone to come to our door,ó said 
Larry. òWeõve just done it.ó 
     And thatõs what makes the Autrys 
special.

Brown quickly learned that domes-
tic violence perpetrators were not coun-
seled through the traditional medical 

model, which requires diagnosing a 
problem before therapy. These men, 
usually enrolled in an intervention pro-
gram by a court mandate, have a clear 
victim; there is no question of the prob-
lem.

Brown received training from Do-
mestic Abuse Intervention Programs, 
also known as the nationally-accepted 
Duluth Model. Brown himself became a 
frequent speaker on working with this 
population. 

When Brown moved to Chapel Hill 
to work for the NC Area Health Educa-
tion Center, he shifted his focus from 
clinical work to education and admini-

stration, but he never stopped working 
with batterers. He joined FVRC as a con-
tractual facilitator of PEACE (People End-
ing Abuse through Counseling and Edu-
cation) in 1998. 

Even after facilitating in Asheboro 
and Chatham County for a combined 20 
years, he said the work did not get eas-
ier, although according to Jo Sanders,

Coalition Taskforce Updates 
 

The Coalition for Family Peace, Chatham Countyõs 
coordinated community response to domestic and sexual 
violence sponsored by FVRC, has continued to work to 
bring the community together to raise awareness, improve 
our response and focus on prevention efforts. The Coali-
tion Advisory Board is focused on developing a 10-year 
prevention plan to work with statewide initiatives to pre-
vent domestic violence, and the taskforces have continued 
to work on their projects. 
 

Community Awareness Taskforce/ Community  
Peace Training Committee has continued to meet to-
gether over the past quarter. It is planning the 7th Annual 
Working Together to Keep Families Safe Conference, set 
for December 11 at CCCC Campus. Mark Wynn, national 
trainer and retired detective with the Nashville, TN Police 
Department, will be delivering the keynote, as well as con-
ducting workshops for law enforcement at the conference. 
Workshops topics include bullying prevention, gang pre-
vention, sexual assault prevention, helping a victim 
through the system, fathering and domestic violence, and 
the impact of violence on brain development. The task-
force is also planning our domestic violence and sexual 
assault training series for the fall. They have planned Do-
mestic Violence Awareness Month plans for October, in-
cluding a community vigil (October 1), ribbon distribu-
tions, yard sign distributions, and updating our posters, as 
well as conducting training and having information tables 
in numerous places.   
 

Criminal Justice Taskforce has worked with other 
taskforces on identifying training topics for the confer-
ence. They provided support for the electronic monitoring 
program, which has received funding for two more years. 
They worked with the DAõs Office the make sure that re-
ports and other information are available as needed at 
hearings. They have been monitoring changes in related 
laws and sharing information about how these changes 
impact local policies and procedures. They have continued 
to work to make cases move more smoothly through the 
civil and criminal justice system. They are still waiting to 
hear word on the continuation of the arrest grant that 
supports officers in the three law enforcement depart-
ments and the court advocacy coordinator at FVRC.   
 

Hispanic Taskforce (Comité Hispano) has been working 
on a five-year strategic plan and reviewing their mission 
and their connection with the Coalition. They are revising 
their structure to include more subcommittee work with a 
focus on building relationships, enhancing services and 
increasing advocacy. They sponsored door-to-door out-
reach each month in partnership with task force members, 
reaching about 350 families with information packets. 

They participated at booths at Fiesta Latina, Fiesta 
del Pueblo and Townsendõs Health Fair.  
 

Victim Services Task Force has not been actively 
meeting. Their focus continues to be finding services to 
meet victim needs.

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October is Domestic Violence Awareness Month 
 

     Domestic Violence Awareness Month evolved from the 
"Day of Unity" in October 1981 conceived by the National 
Coalition Against Domestic Violence (NCADV). The in-
tent was to connect advocates across the nation who 
were working to end violence against women and their 
children. The Day of Unity soon became an entire week 
devoted to a range of activities conducted at the local, 
state, and national levels. 
     The activities conducted were as varied and diverse as 
the program sponsors but had common themes: mourn-
ing those who have died because of domestic violence, 
celebrating those who have survived, and connecting 
those who work to end violence.  
     In October 1987, the first Domestic Violence Aware-
ness Month was observed. That same year marks the ini-
tiation of the first national domestic violence toll-free 
hotline. In 1989 the U.S. Congress passed Public Law 101-
112 designating October of that year as National Domes-
tic Violence Awareness Month. Such legislation has 
passed every year since with NCADV providing key lead-
ership in this effort.
